
REGULAR MONTHLY Meeting of the Gate City Town Council was held on Tuesday, July 11, 2000 at the Town Hall.


PRESENT:  Mayor Charles Dougherty, Steve Williams, Jack Anderson, George Spicer, Roger Cassell, Rita Tipton, Attorney Shawn Hines, Manger Charles Hartgrove, and Acting Recorder Amy Taylor.

OTHERS PRESENT:  Robert Barker, Mark Jenkins, Ray Whitman, Rob Gannucci, Brenda Reed, Doug Gillenwater, Gerald Cox, Jason Cox, Jim Byrd, Bo Person, Eddie Joe Estepp, and Kate Jennings.


Mayor Dougherty called the meeting to order at 7:00 and welcomed all present.


Upon a motion by Steve Williams and duly seconded by George Spicer, members voted to add the specified percentage for the meal tax at 3.5% in the June minutes.  Voting in favor of the motion was Steve Williams, George Spicer, Jack Anderson, Roger Cassell, and Rita Tipton.  There were no opposing votes.


Upon a motion by George Spicer and duly seconded by Rita Tipton, members approved minutes from the June 13, 2000 Regular Meeting and June 6, 2000 Public Hearing with the above revision.  Voting in favor of the motion was Steve Williams, George Spicer, Jack Anderson, Roger Cassell and Rita Tipton.  There were no opposing votes.


Manager Hartgrove and Public Works Director Dwayne Rhoton reviewed the town and made a list of streets to be improved.  Manager Hartgrove would like the street committee to review this list before sending a resolution to the Virginia Department of Transportation.  Improvement work should start the last of August.  VDOT will be doing a study to see about feasibility of making Park Street a one-way street.  Brenda Reed asked for her street to be widened and drainage problem considered.


Attorney Shawn Hines had an informal meeting with Tucker Coleman concerning the update on Estil Cemetary.  Manager Hartgrove told council he would arrange a meeting with Mr. Bill Draper.  Hale’s Chapel requested the same agreement for taking care of their Cemetary.  Manager Hartgrove will set up a meeting with church officials to discuss feasibility of this matter.


Pearisburg Officials will be coming down on July 20 and July 21, 2000.  Tentatively, we will have a cook out at Grogan Park on the 20th and will review the operations of the town on the 21st.  


Manager Hartgrove stated he and Mr. Rhoton would be investigating the buckling of some sidewalks next week.


The town dug up Route 619 in front of Doug Gillenwater’s residence to investigate the possible cause of settling of property.  Manager Hartgrove stated this was not an Inflow/Infiltration problem.  


Upon a motion by Steve Williams and duly seconded by Roger Cassell, members agreed for Town Attorney and the Town Manager to find a standard policy for town businesses to use concerning loading zones.  Voting in favor of the motion was Steve Williams, George Spicer, Jack Anderson, Roger Cassell and Rita Tipton.  There were no opposing votes.


Dean Henderson performed the final inspection on Moccasin Hills.  The Town is waiting on written approval to finalize conveyance.


Upon a motion by Roger Cassell and duly seconded by George Spicer, members appointed Steve Williams as Vice-Mayor.  Voting in favor of the motion was Roger Cassell, George Spicer, Jack Anderson, Rita Tipton and Steve Williams.  There were no opposing votes.


Upon a motion by George Spicer and duly seconded by Rita Tipton, members appointed Steve Williams and Jack Anderson to the Personel Committee.  Voting in favor of the motion was Roger Cassell, Jack Anderson, George Spicer, Steve Williams and Rita Tipton.  There were no opposing votes.


Upon a motion by Jack Anderson and duly seconded by Rita Tipton, members appointed Steve Williams and George Spicer to the Finance Committee.  Voting in favor of the motion was Steve Williams, Jack Anderson, George Spicer, Roger Cassell, and Rita Tipton.  There were no opposing votes.


Upon a motion by Roger Cassell and duly seconded by Steve Williams, members appointed Jack Anderson and George Spicer to the Streets and Sidewalk Committee.  Voting in favor of the motion was Roger Cassell, Steve Williams, Jack Anderson, George Spicer, and Rita Tipton.  There were no opposing votes.


Upon a motion by Rita Tipton and duly seconded by George Spicer, members appointed Roger Cassell and Steve Williams to the Parks and Recreation Committee.  Voting in favor of the motion was Rita Tipton, George Spicer, Jack Anderson, Steve Williams, and Roger Cassell.  There were no opposing votes.


Upon a motion by George Spicer and duly seconded by Rita Tipton, members appointed Roger Cassell as Council Representative to the Sanitation Authority.  Voting in favor of the motion was George Spicer, Rita Tipton, Jack Anderson, Steve Williams, and Roger Cassell.  There were no opposing votes. 




Upon a motion by Steve Williams and duly seconded by George Spicer, members appointed Rita Tipton as the Council Representative to the Planning Commission.  Voting in favor of the motion was Steve Williams, George Spicer, Jack Anderson, Roger Cassell, and Rita Tipton.  There were no opposing votes.


Upon a motion by Steve Williams and duly seconded by George Spicer, members appointed Melinda Taylor as clerk with Amy Taylor as a substitute.  Voting in favor of the motion was Steve Williams, George Spicer, Jack Anderson, Roger Cassell and Rita Tipton.  There were no opposing votes.


Upon a motion by George Spicer and duly seconded by Jack Anderson, members appointed Mary Bateman as Treasurer.  Voting in favor of the motion was George Spicer, Jack Anderson, Steve Williams, Roger Cassell and Rita Tipton.  There were no opposing votes.


Upon a motion by George Spicer and duly seconded by Jack Anderson, members agreed to carry over appointment of the Police Chief until Gerald Cox’s probation period in August.  Voting in favor of the motion was George Spicer, Jack Anderson, Steve Williams, Roger Cassell, and Rita Tipton.  There were no opposing votes.


Upon a motion by Steve Williams and duly seconded by Jack Anderson, members accepted Manager Charles Hartgrove’s resignation and to advertise for position vacancy.  Voting in favor of the motion was Steve Williams, George Spicer, Jack Anderson, Roger Cassell, and Rita Tipton.  There were no opposing votes.


Upon a motion by Jack Anderson and duly seconded by Rita Tipton, members voted to adopt Chapter 13 of the Gate City Municipal Code as previously adopted on July 28, 1999.  Voting in favor of the motion was Jack Anderson, George Spicer, Rita Tipton, Steve Williams, and Roger Cassell.  There were no opposing votes.


Upon a motion by George Spicer and duly seconded by Rita Tipton, the meeting retired into Executive Session pursuant to Section 2.344(a) of the Code of Virginia to discuss a Personnel matter.  Voting in favor of the motion was George Spicer, Jack Anderson, Steve Williams, Roger Cassell and Rita Tipton.  There were no opposing votes.


Upon a motion by Jack Anderson and duly seconded by George Spicer, the meeting returned to Regular Session.  Voting in favor of the motion was George Spicer, Jack Anderson, Steve Williams, Roger Cassell, and Rita Tipton.  There were no opposing votes.

Upon a motion by Steve Williams and duly seconded by Jack Anderson, members authorized Manager Hartgrove and Mary Bateman research the possibility of changing banks for our daily buypay deposit.  Voting in favor of the motion was Steve Williams, George Spicer, Jack Anderson, Roger Cassell, and Rita Tipton.  There were no opposing votes.


Upon a motion by George Spicer and duly seconded by Jack Anderson, members approved the Mayor’s appointment of Rita Tipton and Steve Williams to the police committee to research the passing of new ordinances into the Town’s Codes.  Voting in favor of the motion was George Spicer, Steve Williams, Jack Anderson, Roger Cassell, and Rita Tipton.  There were no opposing votes.


Planning Commission Robert Barker was present to ask the council for a joint public hearing to amend ordinance 24.6.1 Section T:  Restaurant; on premise alcoholic beverage sales prohibited in zone C-2.  Upon a motion by Roger Cassell and duly seconded by Rita Tipton, members approved a joint public hearing with the Planning Commission on August 8, 2000 at 6:45.  Voting in favor of the motion was Steve Williams, Jack Anderson, George Spicer, Roger Cassell, and Rita Tipton.  There were no opposing votes.


After recommendation from Chief Cox and a motion by Steve Williams, duly seconded by George Spicer, members hired Brian Mauk for the Copsfast position vacancy.  Voting in favor of the motion was Steve Williams, Jack Anderson, George Spicer, Roger Cassell and Rita Tipton.  There were no opposing votes.


Public Works Director Dwayne Rhoton’s monthly written report was given out.  Mr. Rhoton had no recommendations this month.


Upon a motion by Roger Cassell and duly seconded by George Spicer, members voted to support the General Assembly with a resolution concerning the bounty of coyotes.  Voting in favor of the motion was Steve Williams, George Spicer, Jack Anderson, Roger Cassell and Rita Tipton.  There were no opposing votes.


Upon a motion by Jack Anderson and duly seconded by George Spicer, members approved payment of bills for General Fund in the amount of $44,122.73 and Water Fund in the amount of $16,040.78.  Voting in favor of the motion was Steve Williams, George Spicer, Jack Anderson, Roger Cassell, and Rita Tipton.  There were no opposing votes.
