     Discussion was held regarding financing for a stand-alone plant.  Chairman Barker stated that in his opinion regionalization is the best choice for the Town.

     Discussion was held regarding back-flow at the plant.

     Jack Bush assured Council and Authority members that the Scott County PSA’s intention is not to profit from regionalization, but to help meet requirements set forth by the Department of Environmental Quality.  

     Vice Mayor Steve Williams asked to see figures on a total buyout of the Gate City Plant by the Scott County PSA.

     A meeting was set for Friday, October 13, 2000 between Manager Edwards, a member of the Sanitation Authority, possibly members of the Scott County PSA and Steve Breeding to go over figures and options.

     Mayor Dougherty called the meeting to order at 7:20PM.

     Manager Edwards introduced Attorney Robbie Starnes who filled in for Terry Kilgore as he was not present.

     Dennis Grizzle, representing Gate City Church of Jesus Christ, was present regarding a high water and sewer bill.  Mr. Grizzle stated that the church had repaired a bad leak after several months of searching.  He stated that an adjustment had been made, however, the balance of the bill was still very high, and the church would like the bill adjusted as much as possible.  Upon a motion by Steve Williams and duly seconded by George Spicer, members voted to have the bill adjusted to an average amount of a normal bill.  Voting in favor of the motion was Steve Williams, Jack Anderson, George Spicer, Roger Cassell, and Rita Tipton.  There were no opposing votes.

     Mr. Fritz Falin, a resident at Lakeview Apartments, asked that patchwork be done at the entrance to the apartments where work had been done to repair a leak.      Chief Cox submitted his monthly report to members.  Mayor Dougherty inquired  under what circumstances do Gate City officers back up officers of another jurisdiction.  Chief Cox stated that this only occurs if Central dispatches. Chief Cox brought to members’ attention Gillenwater Cab and Wrecker service doing business in a residential area.  He stated that cars are being stored and repaired on Margie Street.  Members discussed liability matters regarding cars that are towed in Town.

     Jack Anderson excused himself from the meeting at this time.

     After brief discussion, upon a motion by Steve Williams and duly seconded by Rita Tipton, members voted to move all of the Town’s bank accounts to Bank of Scott County.
