
ADJOURNED MONTHLY Meeting of the Gate City Town Council was held on Thursday, February 26, 2004 at the Town Hall.

Mayor Charles Dougherty called the meeting to order at 5:30 PM.

At this time, Mayor Charles Dougherty opened the floor for comments on the

Grogan Park Walking Trail.


The application for the grant is due on March 1, 2004.  If the grant is not applied for by March 1, 2004, the grant cannot be applied for again until March 1, 2005.

Jeff Stapleton spoke to the members of the council about what things the park itself would contain after its construction is completed.  He also spoke about the benefits of the walking trails.


The grant will be announced in June or July and if we receive the funding, the construction of the trail will begin immediately.  The construction could take 6 months to a year.  If the complete funding is not provided, the project will be completed as the funding is provided.  Private donations, business donations, and pieces of the trail will be sold to help fund the trail.  A plaque will be placed in the park to recognize those who donated money and time.


At this time, Elma Lee Spivey asks Mr. Stapleton about fixing the creek to prevent flooding.  Mr. Stapleton responded that the only thing that would help keep the creek from flooding would be cleaning it out.  Funding is being sought to help the erosion of the banks of the creek. She also spoke about placing a larger sign to direct people to the park on the main road.


At this time, Mayor Charles Dougherty closed the floor for public comment.


Upon a motion by Rita Tipton and duly seconded by Jack Anderson, members approved funding for the amount of $151,500 and $100,000 grant itself for the trail and loop trail.  Voting in favor of the motion was Carl Hurt, Jack Anderson, Rita Tipton, and Mark Jenkins. There were no opposing votes.  Absent during vote was Steve Williams


At this time, Richard Hubbard ask council to open a competition to name the park’s trail.  He ask the council to consider names for the trail.
