Mayor Charles Dougherty called the meeting to order at 6:05 pm.

Upon a motion by Mark Jenkins and duly seconded by Rita Tipton, members

voted to approve the minutes from Tuesday, May 11, 2004 Regular Meeting.  Voting in favor of this motion was Carl Hurt, Steve Williams, Mark Jenkins, Rita Tipton.  There were no opposing votes.  Absent from the vote and meeting was Jack Anderson.

Upon a motion by Rita Tipton and duly seconded by Mark Jenkins, members voted go into Public Hearing.    Voting in favor of this motion was Carl Hurt, Steve Williams, Mark Jenkins, Rita Tipton.  There were no opposing votes.  Absent from the vote and meeting was Jack Anderson.  

At this time, the 2004-2005 Budget was discussed with the council.  There were no increases on the water or sewer.  There was also no tax increase.  

Upon a motion by Rita Tipton and duly seconded by Mark Jenkins, members voted to return to regular session.  Voting in favor of this motion was Carl Hurt, Steve Williams, Mark Jenkins, Rita Tipton.  There were no opposing votes.  Absent from the vote and meeting was Jack Anderson.


During Public Comment, Lisa Mann spoke to the Council about the mobile home that she owned on Woodland Street.  The mobile home has already been placed on a lot on Woodland St. and then the zoning permit was denied.  A letter will be sent so Lisa and Jeff Mann, their attorney, Matthew, and Mike Carrrico to resolve this matter.  The ordiance appears that 4 mobile homes are no allowed to be on the property and there were already 4 on the property before the old mobile home was removed and a new one was put in it’s place.  The land was rezoned as R-3 and the permit was zoned under R-2.

Delta Purkey talks to Council about the Mann’s zoning problem.  Delta said that the mobile home was a great asset to the property on Woodland Street.

Matthew Horton discussed the cost of the water line on Terrace Ave. with the Council.  The total cost to run the line to Terrace Ave. is going to cost $7,261.00 and that will serve 5 houses.  The town is going to ask PSA to share the costs 50/50 for connecting the water lines.  PSA crews and the town crews can work together to install the lines.  The Council request to ask PSA if they will fund the entire project or the get the best deal with PSA as possible.


Upon a motion by Carl Hurt and duly seconded by Rita Tipton, members voted to negotiate the price of the water line to Terrace Ave. with PSA.     Voting in favor of this motion was Carl Hurt, Steve Williams, Mark Jenkins, Rita Tipton.  There were no opposing votes.  Absent from the vote and meeting was Jack Anderson.  


Matthew Horton discussed the proposals for the Manville/ Red Hill Water Project.  Mattern & Craig were the only people to place a bid on the engineering proposal for the water project. The bid was for the amount of $40,000.


Upon a motion by Rita Tipton and duly seconded by Steve Williams, members voted to hire Mattern & Craig for the engineering of the Manville/Red Hill Water Project.     Voting in favor of this motion was Carl Hurt, Steve Williams, Mark Jenkins, Rita Tipton.  There were no opposing votes.  Absent from the vote and meeting was Jack Anderson.


Lois Quillin’s water bill was discussed with the board.  A faulty meter was the cause of her high water bills.


Upon a motion by Mark Jenkins and duly seconded by Carl Hurt, members voted to adjust Mrs. Quillin’s water bill to her average use. Voting in favor of this motion was Carl Hurt, Steve Williams, Mark Jenkins, Rita Tipton.  There were no opposing votes.  Absent from the vote and meeting was Jack Anderson.


Mrs. Margaret Brown also ask the board for an adjustment if her water bill was to high due to having to clean the mud out of her pipes.  The board agreed to give Mrs. Brown an adjustment if needed.


Matthew Horton discussed Jim Spear’s request to paint the Town Seal in the meeting room for $200.


Upon a motion by Mark Jenkins and duly seconded by Rita Tipton, members voted to find the best price on painting the Town Seal in the meeting room. Voting in favor of this motion was Carl Hurt, Steve Williams, Mark Jenkins, Rita Tipton.  There were no opposing votes.  Absent from the vote and meeting was Jack Anderson.


The Planning Commission is putting together the standards of the building inspections.  They are also putting things together in favor of the owners of the buildings being inspected.
